MICE MARKET AT IBTM WORLD VIRTUAL 2020
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TCEB led 32 Thai entrepreneurs to
the IBTM World Virtual 2020 based
in the UK, which was attended by
more than 700 international
entrepreneurs. Thai MICE suppliers had
the opportunities to discuss business
with overseas buyers and gained a
total of 52 leads 11,800 pax, which will
generate estimated revenue of 743.40
million baht. The result is a good sign
that Thailand remains top-of-mind
destination in the European market.
Participation the virtual edition of the
show was an opportunity to update
the situation in Thailand and various
marketing packages that will boost the
confidence of the European MICE
travelers to choose Thailand for their
future plans.

AUDIO-ONLY STREAMING
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The “Zoom Burnout” phenomenon or the boredom from attending
on-screen meetings last year has occurred in times of the growing
popularity in audio content, such as podcasts, ASMR and audio-only
films. All are well-responsive to multitasking lifestyle of today’s
generation. Virtual events, thus, should have both visual and audio
options for attendees to choose their preference or the content can be
recorded in podcasts for later consumption, widening audience reach.

GAMIFICATION

Gamification Aan1sunalnduannvawny Gamification is the use of game
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features comprising rules, points and
prizes for such purposes as learning or
marketing, etc. Gamification has become
a “must-have” component of every
virtual event to induce participation, as
human love challenges by nature.
Some examples are hosting quiz
sessions with prize offer to capture the
participants' attention or point rewards
when atten dees complete their visit
to a specified number of virtual booths,
which can promote business sponsors.
The organisers can distribute gift cards
or provide higher value reward to
access premium content.
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AR REMOTE ASSISTANCE

Organising online workshops,
where participants have to perform
certain tasks, such as programming or
work of art, is often troublesome as
instructors can't provide hands-on
instructions. AR Remote Assistance
technology combining AR and video
call can help the two sides write and
communicate in real-time via each
other's screen. For instance, software
like Vuforia Chalk is designed to aid
communication between field technicians
and office-based professionals when
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detailed explanation of the operation
is required. Electronic equipment
companies also use this technology to
explain the equipment installation
process to customers. This technology
can also be adapted for workshops so
that instructors can provide detailed
instructions with no communication
barriers

Foot pod can be fixed to the runner
shoes and connected to the app, which
will enhance the liveliness of virtual
marathons. Events such as concerts can
utilise this technology, as well.

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ADAPTATION OF MICE BUSINESS
IN THE NEW NORMAL - NAVIGATING
THE FUTURE WITH CONFIDENCE

The outbreak of the COVID-19 has
impacted all sectors worldwide.
MICE industry is one such sector
forced to cope with the crisis
resulting from travel ban.

TCEB held a press conference and
a seminar on the topic “Promotion of
International Trade Show Business in
the New Normal”. Three experts in the
industry were invited: Mr. Sanchai
Noombunnam, Deputy Managing
Director of Informa Markets Thailand;
Mr. Sakchai Pattarapreechakul, Managing
Director of N.C.C.Exhibition Organizer
Co., Ltd.; and Mr.Kavin Kittiboonya,
Managing Director of Kavin Intertrade
Co., Ltd. They discussed the issue with
Mr. Chiruit Isarangkun na Ayuthaya,
President of Thailand Convention and
Exhibition Bureau (Public Organization)
or TCEB, and shared the experiences
and approaches to run international
trade show business in the new normal,
including an analysis of the future
outlook.

Mr. Sanchai Noombunnam said his
organisation has laid down a hybrid
event policy that combines physical
with virtual meetings, resulting in
the examination on the use of such
technologies as webinar, virtual
exhibition, online business matching.
Simultaneously, hygiene measures are
executed during the shows. Despite
10-35 percent drop of show visitors,
the exhibitors remain satisfied with the
their quality as the visitors can meet
business needs. After piloting one
hybrid event, Informa Markets Thailand
has used its knowledge and experience

to develop a hybrid pavilion for various
trade shows, creating opportunities for
overseas entrepreneurs to exhibit their
products, negotiate business and
conduct transaction online. The feedback
was positive, which represents the
potential for more hybrid events and
hybrid pavilions in the future.

Mr. Sakchai Pattarapreechakul said
that his company has adjusted its
strategies in multiple ways to cope with
the situation, including changing
the event timing, focusing more on
domestic clients, and organising physical
events together with webinar and
virtual conference. This has enabled
the company to build such a robust
online business matching system that
exhibitors and participants feel ensured
that next year’s events can be run
smoothly.

Mr.Kavin Kittiboonya said that
his organisation studied consumer
behaviors and made varied assessment
of the situations to find a solution and
meet the needs of the clients. Based
on that, the organisation made the
adjustment of the operating plans
consisting of two foci. One is a focus
on domestic market along with the
organisation of hybrid events
combining physical events with online
platforms. The other is creating higher
business value through business
matching that engages exhibitors with
quality or real buyers both online
and offline. The feedback was
overwhelmingly positive as the
exhibitors were able to strike real deals
and gain a foothold for more business

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transaction. The exhibitors finally
became confident to join the shows
and booked for the next year’s edition.
As such, the organisation can be said
to be capable to handle the situation.

Lastly, Mr. Chiruit Isarangkun
na Ayuthaya emphasized the bureau’s
full support for the MICE industry
through five key strategies: 1. Asia
Centric which is aimed at increasing
the number of exhibitors from the
Asian region both online and offline;
2. Attract new shows and co-locate
them with similar events; 3. Support
the diversification of the show locations,
especially in potential region, such as
Thailand LOG-IN events scheduled for
the EEC area; 4. Cooperate with the
government sector to support public
agencies to hold large events; and
5. Use innovation and technology to
enhance online experiences of the
participants.

Amidst the situation posing
difficulty for face-to-face meetings,
the introduction of online technology
to help organise events in the form
of hybrid or virtual events is an essential
alternative in moving forward
international trade show business.
